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Central and North Burnett covers an area over 

60,000 square kilometres and includes major 

towns of Biggenden, Gayndah, Mundubbera, 

Eidsvold, Mt Perry and Monto. These towns 

represent the Primary Distribution Area of the 

Central and North Burnett Times. 

Their economies depend largely on beef 

cattle, dairying, pig rearing, grain crops, 

lucerne, forestry and mining. Mundubbera 

and Gayndah are also well known for citrus 

fruits including oranges, mandarins and 

lemons. Grapes, potatoes paulownia trees, 

peanuts, cereal crops mangoes, avocados, 

lychees, peaches, nectarines, watermelons, 

rockmelons, asparagus, pecan nuts and 

maize are also grown throughout the region. 

In addition to agriculture and timber Mt Perry 

is the home for the Mt Rawdon Gold Mine. 

Between April and September the local 

population swells as interstate and overseas 

workers help with the harvest. While the 

region depends widely on primary/agriculture 

production it has experienced some 

commercial building activity over recent years 

leading the way for future urban settlement.

Fruit Processors Co-Op, The Golden Mile Plantations, Insectary Bug for Bugs, Mt Rawdon 

Gold Mine, Biggenden Meatworks, Monto Lucerne Growers Co-Operative Association Ltd, 

Gayndah Packers Co-Op Assn Ltd, Gayndah Fruitgrowers Co-Op Trading Society Ltd as well 

as the North Burnett Regional Council and numerous medium to small businesses. 

The most common industries of employment for persons aged 15 years and over were 

sheep, beef cattle and grain farming 1137 (17%), fruit tree and nut growing 782 (11%) school 

education 426 (6%), local government administration 278 (4%) and residential care services 

104 (2%).
